January 5, 2009 Re-Organization

All municipalities are required to hold their re-organization meeting on the first Monday of the
year unless it is a holiday. The Jefferson Township Re-Organization meeting was held on Monday,
Jan. 5, 2009 following immediately by the regular meeting.

Township officials were appointed or re-appointed as follows:_Lois J. Fennell, Township
Secretary/Treasurer and Planning Commission Clerk; Code.sys™ Code Consulting, Inc. as the building
inspectors (except electric) for all permits under the PAUCC (residential, commercial & industrial) and BCO for
all permits under the PAUCC with Dave McGuigan as our primary contact ; Allegheny Inspection Service, Inc.
as the electrical inspectors for all permits under the PA UCC; Danielle Sedlak as the code enforcement and
building permit officer; Butler County Sewage Association as the sewage enforcement agency; D. Ben Cypher
as fire marshal; Dillon, McCandless, King, Coulter & Graham as solicitors with Matt Marshall as our primary
contact; Frank B. Taylor Engineering as the Township Engineers; Dennis Sybert as the dog control officer; John
Risch as the emergency management coordinator; Eric Butler as the assistant emergency management
coordinator; Bill Coe as the vacancy board member; Danielle, Kevin Miller and Justin Stirling as the members
to the Appeals Board for 2009; Viki Weleski to another 3-year term on the Recreation Committee; and re-
appointing Lois Fennell and Connie Plowman as representatives to the Butler Co. Association of Township
Officials.

Other decisions at the re-organization meeting included: keeping First Commonwealth Bank as
our primary depository plus a CD at Nextier and savings at PA Local Government Investment Trust;
authorized supervisors, auditors, secretary/treasurer, and members of the Planning Commission to
attend the annual state convention in Hershey (if they so desire) and pay the usual expenses, but tabled
appointment of a voting delegate until it is determined who or if anyone will go this year; set the
mileage reimbursement at $.55 (cents) per mile; set the treasurer’s bond at $600,000.00; and voted to
keep the monthly meetings on the seconded Monday of each month at 3:30 P.M. The Planning
Commission will continue to meet on the 4™ Thursday of each month at 7:30 P.M. with exceptions for
Nov. and Dec. 2009, which will be the 3" Thursday. The Recreation Committee plans to meet the 1%
Wednesday of each month at 7:00 P.M.

The regular business portion of the meeting began at about 3:45 P.M. on Jan. 5, 2009.

Jan. 5, 2009 Public Business or Comment
A resident from Keck Rd. requested that the Board of Supervisors place speed limit signs on
Keck Rd. due to a recent accident there. The current ordinance sets the speed for Keck Rd. at 40 mph.
The Supervisors agreed to revise the speed limit for Keck Rd. down to 35 mph and add curve signs.




Recreation Committee
The Recreation Committee did not meet in December. Their next meeting is January 7, 2008 at
7:00 P.M., so there was no report given at the Jan. 5, 2009 Supervisors’ meeting.

Planning Commission

Evelyn Gross reported that the P.C. talked to Dave Perine at their Dec. 18, 2008 meeting about
the use of an old right-of-way off O’Hara Rd. just before it meets Dinnerbell Rd. The Butler County
tax maps seem to show a right-of-way between property lines of his lots and those of various
neighbors. Mr. Perine wants to build on his lot/tax parcel # 2F10/25, and has requested an O’Hara Rd.
address be issued. Attorney Marshall advised the P.C. to require an opinion letter from Mr. Perine’s
attorney and/or engineer regarding the existence of and his right to use the old right-of-way, plus any
back-up paperwork, before issuing an address or permits for the driveway, septic system or building.
The only alternative is for Mr. Perine to make a right-of-way extension off his 50 ft. right-of-way from
Dinnerbell Rd. to his existing house on a separate lot/tax parcel. Until Mr. Perine decides which
option to proceed with, no address can be issued.

The P.C. has and will continue to discuss the proposed revisions to the Subdivision and Land
Development Ordinance in regards to sidewalk regulations and the proposed wind energy ordinance.

January 5, 2009 Unfinished Business
Last month, the Supervisors authorized advertisement of an ordinance revising Chapter 4,
Building Permits, Part 101 #2 and to Chapter 21, Driveway Permits. Ordinance #275 was
subsequently adopted on Jan. 5, 2009 as advertised.

January 5, 2009 New Business

The Supervisors adopted Resolution #276, setting the compensation for the elected tax
collector for the collection of real estate taxes and per capita taxes for the term beginning Jan. 1, 2010
(and thereafter revised by a new resolution) at $240.00 per month (or annual total of $2,880.00).
Changes to the elected tax collector’s compensation must be adopted by February of the year the
current term expires.

The Supervisors discussed and adopted Resolution #277, setting the various fees for permits,
inspections, copies, etc. for Jefferson Township. Changes included listing per page (8 %2 by 117) fees
and raising the minimum township administrative fee on building permits to $30.00.

Major expenditures between meetings and at the Jan. 5, 2009 meeting:
North American Salt — road salt $14,500.25

repairing mailboxes damaged during the plowing/salting process.
